ABSENTEE VOTING

Join the permanent mail ballot list. Apply once and receive a ballot
for subsequent elections for as long as you qualify.

Get your ballot where you want it. Ballots are mailed to the voter’s
address on record in the Clerk’s Office. The law prohibits the Post
Office from forwarding an absentee ballot. However, you can
indicate an alternate mailing address on your application or by
advising the Clerk’s Office in writing.
